Through a special 
program called G.I.F.T. (Giving 
Insurance Freely for Transition), 
you are eligible to receive 
healthcare insurance with ZERO 
monthly payments and little, if 
any, deductibles. This plan covers 
doctor visits, medication, 
behavioral health, surgery, 
hospital stays and more. 
Everyone qualifies, even those 
with preexisting conditions.

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NC MedAssist NC MedAssist is a statewide 
program for those who do not 
have the means to buy life-saving 
medications to treat chronic 
diseases such as heart disease, 
diabetes, and asthma. To qualify 
you must live in NC, not have any 
insurance (not even Medicaid) 
and have income that is at or 
below 300% of the national 
poverty average. (To give you an 
example, if you live with one other 
person, the combined yearly 
income for both of you can’t be 
more than $54,930, or $4,577 per 
month.) Visit their website to 
enroll or call for more information. 
They also have a Mobile Free 
Pharmacy that travels the state 
handing out free Over The 
Counter medications to anyone, 
no ID required.
